Discussion Points
· Stone Alley - Todd Nevin who developed Stone Alley attended our meeting to discuss a few topics
· Potential enhancements to the platform – text messaging and possible app to download to phone. These enhancements are still being investigated and discussed.   Beta version of next release can be found here. https://betapreview.stonealley.com
· FEES - effective 8/24 - the fee structure is below.
· The fee for setting up a program is $75. If you pass 100 registrations the program will receive a $25 rebate.
· $2.50 per person that registers for a program.  $2.99 on any amount of credit card processing.
· If texting is activated, there will be a $1 fee/per child per session.  This will grant unlimited texting.

· Artificial Turf
· Carroll County Community College is looking to put in a turf field and is looking for support from local rec councils.
· Robert passed out a questionnaire he received from Rec and Parks asking for the councils interest on having ONE turf field installed at Deer Park or Sandymount.
· Field would fall under Recs and Parks and not be a council field. This means the council may have the first choice but would also be open to other rec councils in the area.
·  While most programs would be interested, concerns that were raised are listed below.
· COST - hearing $175/hour.  Probably not attainable for most programs.
· Location – could lose one of the council’s fields.  Already tight with field space.
· Suggested a central location not affiliated with a given council be used.  Also discussed Rec and Parks should be an Indoor court Facility that can be used by all rec councils.  That might prove more beneficial than ONE turf field.
· Attendance
· Critical that ALL programs leads or a designated representative attend council meetings.   We all know the meetings can drag on but more often than not, important information is discussed about field space, upcoming maintenance etc.   that is pertinent to all programs.
· As a reminder, it is in the council bi-laws that all programs must be in attendance for 4 of the 7 council meetings per year.
· Meetings are held on the second Tuesday of the following months – January, March, April, May, August, September and November.
· Steve Krouse, our community coordinator reminder everyone that if you want anything new in the newsletter you need to send this information to him.  The newsletter goes out in the middle and the end of the month.
· Sue Grimm plans on doing field maintenance on Memorial.  She confirmed dates that field should no longer be used by programs.
· Rec Soccer is looking for volunteers for coaches.  They are forced to move back the start date in hopes of getting more coaches.
· Rec Soccer is also looking for any programs to run the snack shack.
